(b) (i) A Doctoral Degree in the relevant field
or
(i1) A Masters Degree in the relevant field obtained after a full-time course of study of at least 24
months duration (or an equivalent part-time course of study) with a research component by

way of thesis/dissertation




or
(1i)A full time Masters degree in the relevant field of a minimum of 18 months duration with at
least 60 credits units* of which not less than 15 credit units of research by way of
thesis/dissertation
or
4) Such academic or professional qualifications or professional experience as may be approved by
the University Grants Commission upon the recommendation of the University of the Visual and

Performing Arts.

Note: An applicant who eligible under (2) or (3) above could be considered for appointment only if
applicants qualified under (1) above are either not available or evaluated and considered as
unsatisfactory by the selection committee. Such appointment would be considered with a

special justification and approval of the University Grants Commission.

2. Post of Lecturer (Unconfirmed)

(1) Candidates shall possess the above mentioned academic qualifications required for the post of
Lecturer (Probationary).
and
(2) A Master’s Degree [as specified in the 3 (b) (ii) or (iii) in the academic qualifications required
for the post of Lecturer (Probationary)] or Doctoral Degree in the relevant field. (But, less than

six years of experience as specified for the post of Senior Lecturer (Grade I1).

Notes:

(@) An applicant who qualifies for Lecturer (Probationary) as per category 3 of Post No 02 of
commission Circular No. 721 as amended, but less than 06 years of experience as specified in the
scheme of recruitment for Senior Lecturer (Grade I1) may be exempted from (2) above if, he/she
has a Doctoral Degree in the relevant field.

(b) An applicant who qualifies for Lecturer (Probationary) as per category 3 of Post No 02 of
commission Circular No. 721 as amended, and has a Master’s Degree but less than 06 years of
experience specified in the scheme of recruitment for Senior Lecturer (Grade I1) may be exempted
from the above (2) if he/she has evaluated research and dissemination of knowledge for a
minimum total of 15 marks of the section 2 and subsection 3.1 of the marking scheme for the post

of Associate Professor/ Professor.




3. Post of Senior Lecturer (Grade I1)

(if) A Masters Degree in the relevant field obtained after a full-time course of study of at least

by way of thesis/dissertation.
or
(i) A full time Masters degree in the relevant field of a minimum of 18 months duration with at
least 60 credits units* of which not less than 15 credit units of research by way of
thesis/dissertation.
or
(3) Such professional qualifications and experience as may be approved by the University Grants
Commission upon the recommendation of the University of the Visual and Performing Arts.
and
(4) At least six (06) years’ experience in one or more of the following;
(i) Teaching at University Level,
(it) Professional experience,
(iii) Research in a recognized Institution,

(iv) Postgraduate Studies to acquire the qualifications stipulated at (2) above.

4. Post of Senior Lecturer (Grade 1)

(1) Candidates should possess the above mentioned academic qualifications required for the post of
Lecturer (Probationary).
and
(2) (i) A Doctoral Degree in the relevant field
or
(if) A Masters Degree in the relevant field obtained after a full-time course of study of at least 24
months duration (or an equivalent part-time course of study) with a research component by
way of thesis/dissertation

(i) A full time Masters degree in the relevant field of a minimum of 18 months duration with at
least 60 credits units* of which not less than 15 credit units of research by way of
thesis/dissertation

or
(3) Such professional qualifications and experience as may be approved by the University Grants
Commission upon the recommendation of the University of the Visual and Performing Arts.
and

(3) At least twelve (12) years of experience (of which not less than six (06) years should have been

after obtaining qualifications stipulated in 2 above) in one or more of the following;

(i)  Teaching at University Level,

(i)  Professional experience,

(ilf) Research in a recognized Institution,
(iv) Postgraduate Studies
